Technical Bulletin

Our first technica bulletin was released in
September  2005. The bulletin  included
information on saturates levels and therma
stability in SOR base ails.

The percent saturates results for SOR’s light base
oil showed the SOR product to be typically 1-5%
greater than virgin base oils; SOR heavy base oil
shows an improvement in saturates level of more
than 10% over virgin base oils.

Thermal stability test results for both light and
heavy base oils showed the increase in colour,
viscosity, acid number and suspended solids was
typically 30% to 90% worse for virgin oils
compared to SOR re-refined oils which were
consistently more stable and less prone to
degradation.

In the quest for excellence SOR has achieved an
even higher standard enabling re-refined base oils



to stand as premium base oil products in the
marketplace.

Community involvement

SOR was invited to participate in a science expo
at the Mater Dei College in Wagga Wagga during
August this year. A presentation of the SOR
process was made to studentsin years 7, 9 & 10.

Products from each part of the process were
displayed as well as an experiment illustrating the
solvent plant process. The reaction to the
presentation was extremely positive with many
students requesting further information.

Refinery Development Project (RDP)
Throughout 2005 work has progressed on the
Refinery Development Project (RDP) with the
engagement of specidist engineering firm
Kellogg Brown & Root (KBR). The broad aims of
the project areto:
- Increase total plant throughput capacity to
100,000 L/day of wet used ail,
Expand the base oil product range to three
products (SN150, SN300, and SN500),
To incorporate improvements into the
upgraded facility that will increase the overall
plant reliability, and availability,

Ensure  continued compliance  with
environmental licence conditions and other
regulatory requirements.

Project scoping, process modelling and design,
environmenta analysis, and Front End
Engineering Design (FEED) study phases have
been completed. The SOR Board of Directors
formally approved the project during December.

At its 19 December meeting the Wagga Wagga
City Council granted an amendment to SOR's
existing development approval. The successful
achievement of this milestone alows the project
to move through the subsequent phases of detailed
engineering design, procurement, fabrication,
installation, and commissioning.

Of particular note is the helpful co-operation and
practical advice given by council officers during
the planning and evauation phases. Further, the
consultation with the Bomen Action Group
representing the local community was both
thorough and informative for both the Bomen
Action Group and the company.

Completion of the RDP is expected with
commissioning in November 2006.
