Fire System Upgrade Completion

As part of its risk management strategy, SOR
commissioned an upgrade of the fire fighting
system at the Refinery.

Firewater storage tank and pump

This work has recently been completed
although some fina certification testing and
training is yet to be done. The upgrade
comprises. - a deluge system to the process
tower, new water monitors, a new warning
system, a 500,000 million litre water storage
tank and three fire pumps.

The instalation has aso been designed to
alow for expansion of the system to
accommodate the additional  structure
associated with the RDP.

Technical Bulletin/SORBO

Southern Oil Refineries has recently reviewed
the specifications and grading system for our
base oils and in line with current standards we
will be using the International Standards
Organisation (1SO) viscosity grading system
from 1 July 2006.

Until now we have used the 'Saybolt’
Universal Seconds (SUS) base oil grade
system to grade our products but current best
practice uses the ISO viscosity grading system
(based on Kinematic Viscosity @ 40°c) and is
more meaningful to, most customers.

Our current product range is therefore SOR
Base Oil (SORBO) 32 (replacing 150SN) and
SORBO 52 (replacing 300SN) as these grades
are most aligned with the current SOR grades
and we have found these grades are best suited
to our customers.

A technical bulletin explaining the 1SO grades
in detail, and specifying our current and
potential new products will be released
shortly.

New Fire Water Monitor testing
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
